BEFORE USE.

General Safety

1. Children shall not play with the appliance. Cleaning and maintenance shall not be
performed by children without supervision.

2. Use the appliance as described in the user manual only. Any other use not recommended
in the user manual may cause fire, electrical shock, or personal injury.

3. This appliance can be used by children aged above 8 years and persons with reduced
physical, sensory or mental capabilities or lack of experience and knowledge if they have
been given supervision or instruction concerning use of this appliance in a safe way and
understand the hazards involved.

Operatlon Safety

The absorption can be reused after cleaning,
but it is recommended replace it regularly.
